Forms:  Medical Forms
Medication:  All medications both prescription and over the counter to Mrs. Weiss on Monday 4/11 at school between 6:00 and 8:00 PM.  
Money:  Final Payment due 1 April
Things to bring – light jacket, sunscreen, disposable cameras, extra money, and hats – much less expensive at home.
Food:  
1. Snack for airport/airplane

2. Bag Lunch in carry on bag for when we get to Hotel

3. Remaining meals are covered.  Extra – not included.  For example: snacks, drinks.  
4. Room service is not authorized.

Wrist bands/park passes:  Required for Entry into Everything

Behavior:  School code of behavior applies – violations may result in early return at parent’s expense.

Swimming – not allowed any place, any time by the county school regulation.  Park rides okay – no water park though
Lost stuff:  Chaperones not responsible for loss of personal electronic equipment, phones, cameras, extra money

Symphonic Attire required for performance
Award Ceremony and Dance:  Semi-Formal Attire for awards and dance – 
Men: sport coat and slacks, regular shoes. 
Ladies: street length dresses or slacks and jacket. 

Casual Dance: 

Men collared shirt and slacks or dress shorts (Not B-ball shorts) reasonable shoes.

Women:  Blouses or tops with slacks or dress shorts (not B-ball or short shorts) reasonable shoes.
Park Wear – rain gear?  Bring shoes that can get wet and are good to walk around in.  Flip flops big mistake.  Chaperones will have band aids in case of blisters.  Bring appropriate clothing for wet rides – no wet T-shirt show.  Swimsuits under clothing is okay.
Flights:
Airport arrival at Dulles – No Later than 8:00AM in the Independence Air terminal.  
Parking, if you chose to use it is at least $9.00 a day and as much as $36.00 a day.  Plan accordingly to be in the terminal at 0800.

Bags:  2 Checked and 2 Carry-on; Including Instruments

Organization:    Mr. Nadeau will have boarding passes.  You need to check in with him and your chaperone.  

Identification:  Must have a Driver’s license or military or school ID on person.  No ID – no trip

Security:
Everyone will be in a group with a chaperone – groups will go through security together.
Everyone must go through security


Wear comfortable clothing and shoes that come on and off easily

Minimize metal – chains, bracelets


If you get frisked (and some will) follow the guards instructions exactly – the chaperone and the other’s in your group will wait for you.


Do not leave your baggage unattended.  If you need to go to the bathroom, either take it with you or have someone watch it from our group.  Do not assume that someone will watch it without being asked. 

Contraband:  All Bags will be inspected at the hotel.  All prescription and over the counter medication must be given to Mrs. Weiss unless other arrangements are made prior to 4/11.  Illegal drugs, alcohol, weapons or other prohibited contraband will result in immediate return to Woodbridge – parents will bear the extra cost.
